This test will be conducted in a private room and will be recorded on a
test sheet for future use.

The Demonstration of Technique Test

This consists of the athlete demonstrating techniques used in the
sport.

Integral to any classification testing procedure is the analysis of the
athlete during competition. Competition enables the classifier to ascertain the true functional
potential of the athlete. (This is not always used in shooting)
